In Pre-AP World History this year, we will be extensively covering a wide variety of world cultures and historical events beginning with the Neolithic Revolution all the way to contemporary global issues. Students will use critical-thinking skills, including explaining and applying different methods that historians use to interpret the past, such as points of view and historical context, to discover, comprehend, and analyze the past.
EXPECTATIONS

1. Come to class prepared to work.  Bring your tablet, notebook/binder and pen every day.

HOW TO BE SUCCESSFUL IN MISS CASPERS’ CLASS
