Travel Maps Rubric
Instructions: Using the travel brochures, you are going to create two different “travel maps”. One will be pro-Soviet and one will be pro-American.
Things to Include:

1) Map titles.
2) Map keys.

Note: make the distinction between a “good place to visit” and “a bad place to visit” using different symbols.
3) Important events with dates.

Example: 1950 – 1953 Korean War


On the pro-Soviet Map, make the distinction that North Korea is a “good place to visit” and South Korea is a “bad place to visit”. Vice versa for the pro-American map.
4) Color in all of the countries that make up the Soviet bloc in one color, and all of the areas that the United States owns/has territory in in another color.
Please include the following events/locations:
1) The Korean War

2) The Berlin Wall

3) The Vietnam War

4) The Cuban Missile Crisis
5) Chinese Cultural Revolution
6) The creation of Israel (use your notes for this one)
7) The hydrogen bomb test in 1952 (use Wikipedia for this one)
8) The Iron Curtain
9) Revolt in Czechoslovakia
